KINDS OF LAWS
Most people are not aware of all the different kinds of law there are. There are laws against driving too fast, against making noise near a hospital, against setting fire to a building, and against robbing a store. There are laws that assure the quality of our food, laws that promote safety on our highways, and laws that require records to be kept of births and deaths.
One way to think of these many laws is to group them into two categories. These are public law and private law. Both of these groupings can be broken down into more specific kinds of law. As you read about these kinds of law, keep in mind that these categories sometimes overlap. Also, be careful not to confuse these kinds of laws with the way the courts will handle a dispute over a law should it arise. A case will be heard as either a criminal or a civil case, depending on the law in question. Criminal cases, you will remember, are those in which the government accuses a person of breaking the law. Such cases often involve offenses against the public safety. Civil cases deal with disputes between people or groups, or between people and the government. A dispute between two people over a property line is one example of such a case.

PUBLIC LAW

The first broad classification of law is public law. Public law is the set of laws that directly affects the government. Conflicts addressed by public law can be between the government and a person accused of a crime, for example. Such conflicts also can be between two levels of government, or between our government and the government of another country.

CONSTITUTIONAL LAW. Constitutional law is the set of laws found in a constitution. The laws found in the Constitution of the United States are the highest laws in the land. Laws that support state constitutions also are a part of constitutional law.
CRIMINAL LAW. Criminal law is, perhaps, the most familiar kind of law. Criminal law is the set of laws that describes what we should and should not do. Criminal law also includes the punishments set for people who break the law.
It is easy to see why criminal law would be a part of public law. It affects the government, of course, because it is the government that set the laws. But, the laws also affect society as a whole. They protect the public safety and maintain order. When a criminal law is broken, it affects not only the victim, but also the rest of society - the public.
ADMINISTRATIVE LAW. As you know, it is the duty of the executive branch to administer, or carry out, the laws. In practice, many of the day-to-day functions of government are carried out by the government bureaucracy. The many agencies and bureaus set up by the executive branch are a part of the bureaucracy. Each of these groups sets rules that help it carry out its work. These rules are part of administrative law. When a person and an administrative agency have a conflict, the court's decision regarding that conflict also is included under administrative law.
INTERNATIONAL LAW. International law is the body of law that deals with our country and other countries. Any law that affects another government is considered a part of international law. Among these are laws concerning imports and exports, international fishing rights, and so on.

THE SOURCES OF OUR LAWS

EARLIEST LAWS. From the definition of law, you can guess that every group of people around the world has had laws to live by. In early times, these laws were passed down from generation to generation by word of mouth.
With the advent of writing, it was possible to list all the laws of a society together. These lists of laws are known as codes. One of the earliest known written codes was the Code of Hammurabi. Hammurabi was the Babylonian king who had the code compiled about 4,000 years ago.
Other early rules for living came from religious sources. For example, many of the actions we are told to take or not to take come from the Bible. The Bible tells people not to kill or steal. Today, we also believe that these actions are against the law.
ROMAN LAW. All legal systems owe a debt to the Romans. The Romans had the most highly organized legal system in the ancient world. As early as 450 B.C., the Romans were assembling their laws into codes.
In the sixth century, Emperor Justinian I was responsible for having the complex system of Roman laws listed in what became known as the Justinian Code. This code listed rules covering almost every aspect of human life, much as our laws do today.
Romans also had law enforcement officers and courts where the accused were tried. In fact, the Romans often are credited with making a science of the law. Even our word for the science of law, jurisprudence, comes from the Romans.
BRITISH LAW. Hundreds of years ago, English kings and queens could make laws, enforce them, and settle disputes in any way they chose. But, in 1215, this claim to absolute rule was challenged. In that year, you will remember, King John was forced to sign the Magna Carta. The Magna Carta established the idea that even a king or queen must obey the law. The document also introduced the idea of a right to a trial by jury. Later, England's juries began to judge the facts after hearing evidence in a case. We still use this kind of trial today.
From the British also came laws of habeas corpus. As you know, habeas corpus means that people being held must be brought before a court to make sure that due process is being followed. This protects people from being illegally imprisoned.

One other British contribution to the American legal system is, perhaps, the most important. This is the system of common law. Common law is that body of law that is based on court decisions, rather than on a legal code. Common law developed over many years of British history. When a judge decided a case, the decision was used as a precedent on which to base other decisions in similar cases. The laws that resulted were called common laws. This was because the laws were used throughout the land.
TERRORISM

From the 1960s, international terrorist crimes, such as the hijacking of passenger aircraft, political assassinations and kidnappings, and urban bombings, constituted a growing phenomenon of increasing concern, especially to Western governments. Most terrorist groups are associated either with revolutionary movements (some Marxist organizations) or with nationalist movements. Three categories of terrorist crime may be distinguished, not in legal terms, but by intention. Foremost is the use of violence and the threat of violence to create public fear. This may be done by making random attacks to injure or kill anyone who happens to be in the vicinity when an attack takes place. Because such crimes deny, by virtue of their being directed at innocent bystanders, the unique worth of the individual, terrorism is said to be a form of crime that runs counter to all morality and so undermines the foundations of civilization. Another tactic generating fear is the abduction and assassination of heads of state and members of governments in order to make others afraid of taking positions of leadership and so to spread a sense of insecurity. Persons in responsible positions may be abducted or assassinated on the grounds that they are "representatives" of some institution or system to which their assailants are opposed. A second category of terrorist crime is actual rule by terror. It is common practice for leaders of terrorist organizations to enforce obedience and discipline by terrorizing their own members. A community whose collective interests the terrorist organization claims to serve may be terrorized so that their cooperation, loyalty, and support are ensured. Groups that come to power by this means usually continue to rule by terror. Third, crimes are committed by terrorist organizations in order to gain the means for their own support. Bank robbery, kidnapping for ransom, extortion, gambling rake-offs (profit skimming), illegal arms dealing, and drug trafficking are among the principal crimes of this nature. In the Middle East, hostages are frequently sold as capital assets by one terrorist group to another.

THE CONCEPT OF CRIME

Crime and punishment - respectively, the intentional commission of an act usually deemed socially harmful or dangerous and specifically defined, prohibited, and punishable under the criminal law; and the infliction of some kind of pain or loss upon a person found guilty of committing such a misdeed. Crime is whatever conduct the laws of a particular jurisdiction designate as criminal, and there are many differences from one country to another as to what behaviour is prohibited. Conduct that is lawful in one country may be criminal in another, and activity that amounts to a trivial infraction in one country may constitute a serious crime elsewhere. Changing times and social attitudes may lead to changes in the criminal law, so that behaviour that was once criminal becomes lawful. Abortion, once prohibited except in the most unusual circumstances, has become lawful in many countries, as has homosexual behaviour in private between consenting adults, which was once a serious offense. Suicide and attempted suicide, once criminal, have also been removed from the criminal law in many countries. The trend generally is to increase the scope of the criminal law rather than to reduce it. It is more common to find that laws create new criminal offenses than that they abolish old ones. New technologies give rise to new opportunities for their abuse, which in turn give rise to legal restrictions; just as the invention of the motor vehicle led to the creation of new criminal laws designed to regulate its use, so the use of computers has created the need to legislate against new abuses and frauds - or old frauds committed in new ways.
CRIMINAL RESPONSIBILITY

Criminal responsibility is not limited only to those who perform the criminal acts themselves. As a general principle, anyone who "aids and abets" the perpetrator by encouraging or in any way knowingly helping him (for instance, by providing information, implements, or practical help) is an accomplice and is considered equally guilty. Those who actually perform the criminal act (e.g., wielding the weapon that strikes the fatal blow) are called principals in the first degree; those who assist at the time of the commission of the offense (e.g., holding the victim down while the principal in the first degree strikes the blow) are principals in the second degree; and those who assist before the crime takes place (e.g., by lending the weapon or by providing information) are accessories before the fact. As a general rule, all are equally responsible in the eyes of the law and liable to the same punishment. In many cases the accessory before the fact will be considered more culpable - if, for instance, he has instigated the offense and arranged for it to be committed. In some cases the person who actually performs the act that causes the crime is completely innocent of evil intent - for instance, the nurse who administers to a patient, on the doctor's instructions, what she believes to be medicine but what is in fact poison. In this situation the person who carries out the act is an innocent agent and is not criminally responsible; the person who causes the innocent agent to act is the principal in the first degree. The accessory after the fact is one who helps a felon to evade arrest or conviction, by, for example, hiding him or destroying evidence

Содержание оценочных средств

Перевод текста занимает значительное место в обучении иностранному языку. Во время работы над переводом студент должен уметь найти эквивалентную форму, чтобы передать содержание, и если он не может сделать это напрямую, то ему следует прибегнуть к переложению содержания, выраженного средствами одного языка, на другой язык, т.е. найти приемлемое перефразирование, не нарушая при этом грамматического, лексического и синтаксического рисунка текста.

Написание перевода осуществляется с помощью словаря. Использование компьютерных программ-переводчиков при работе с учебными текстами – недопустимо.

Упражнения ( метод обучения, представляющий собой планомерное организованное повторное выполнение действий с целью овладения ими или повышения их качества. Без правильно организованных упражнений невозможно овладеть учебными и практическими умениями и навыками. Постепенное и систематическое упражнение и как его следствие — закрепляемые навыки — надежнейшее средство успешного и продуктивного труда. Достоинство данного метода состоит в том, что он обеспечивает эффективное формирование умений и навыков, а недостаток — в слабом выполнении побуждающей функции.

Вопросы к зачёту

Формулировка вопросов к зачету зависит от сданного материала студентом и индивидуальна в каждом конкретном случае.

При оценке каждого дополнительного вопроса используется шкала оценки:

· 5 баллов – вопрос раскрыт полностью;

· 4 балла – вопрос раскрыт хорошо с достаточной степенью полноты;

· 3 балла – вопрос раскрыт удовлетворительно, имеются определенные недостатки по содержанию и лексико-грамматическому оформлению ответа;

· 2 балла – ответ не является логически завершенным и обоснованным, поставленный вопрос раскрыт неудовлетворительно с точки зрения полноты содержания, фонетико-синтаксическому и лексико-грамматическому оформлению ответа;

· 1 балл – в ответе приводятся бессистемные сведения, относящиеся к поставленному вопросу, но не дающего ответа на него, в речи присутствует обилие лексико-грамматических и фонетико-синтаксических ошибок;

· 0 баллов – отсутствует ответ на вопрос или содержание ответа не совпадает с поставленным вопросом.
