Almost half of a person’s life passes at work. So it’s extremely important to make the right choice of a profession. Education in Great Britain
Text 1

SCHOOLING IN GREAT BRITAIN
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Great Britain does not have a written constitution, so there are no constitutional provisions for education. The system of education is determined by the National Education Acts. 
Schools in England are supported from public funds paid to the lo​cal education authorities (LEA). These local education authorities are re​sponsible for organizing the schools in their areas and they themselves choose how to do it.
Let's outline the basic features of public education in Britain. Firstly, there are wide variations between one part of the country and another. For most educational purposes England and Wales are treat​ed as one unit, though the system in Wales is a little different from that of England. Scotland and Northern Ireland have their own education systems.

     Secondly, education in Britain mirrors the country's social system: it is class-divided and selective. The first division is between those who pay and those who do not pay. The majority of schools in Britain are supported by public funds and the education provided is free. They are maintained schools, but there is also a considerable number of public schools. Parents have to pay fees to send their children to these schools. The fees are high. As a matter of fact, only very rich families can send their children to public schools as well as to the best universities, such as Oxford and Cambridge.

Another important feature of schooling in Britain is a variety of op​portunities offered to schoolchildren. The English school syllabus is di​vided into Arts (or Humanities) and Sciences, which determine the di​vision of the secondary school pupils into study groups: a Science pupil will study Chemistry, Physics, Mathematics (Maths), Economics, Technical Drawing, Biology, Geography; an Art pupil will do the Eng​lish Language and Literature, History, foreign languages, Music, Art, Drama. Besides these subjects they must do some general education subjects like Physical Education (PE), Home Economics for girls, and Technical subjects for boys. General Science, Computers play an im​portant part in education.
There is a system of careers education for schoolchildren in Brit​ain. It is a three-year course.                                                        

The system of option exists in all kinds of secondary schools. Be​sides, the structure of the curriculum and the organization of teaching vary from school to school. Headmasters and headmistresses of schools are given a great deal of freedom in deciding what is taught and how in their schools so that there is really no central control at all over individual schools.

The National Education Act of 1944 provided three stages of edu​cation: primary, secondary and further education. Compulsory schooling in England and Wales lasts 11 years, from the age of 5 to 16. After the age of 16 a growing number of school students are staying on at school, some until 18 or 19, the age of entry into higher education in universities and Polytechnics. British university courses are rather short, generally lasting for 3 years. The cost of education depends on the college and speciality which one chooses.

WHAT ARE THE MAIN TYPES OF SCHOOL IN BRITAIN?

The comprehensive system
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More than 90% of children who go to state schools in England and Wales go to schools in the comprehensive system—a system introduced in the 1960s. Children go to a primary (or first) school at the age of five. Depending on the policy of the Local Education Authority, they may go directly to the upper school—usually called the comprehensive school—at the age of 11. Alternatively, they may go to a middle school for three or four years before going to the upper school. The comprehensive system is non-selective. This means that all children go from one school to another without taking any exams, and without being selected according to their abilities.
The selective system

In some areas of Britain, you can still find a different, and older, system of education (introduced in 1944). This is a selective system—children are selected for certain schools according to their ability. All children go to a primary school until the age of 11. They then take an examination called the  11-plus. Those who are successful go to a grammar school, where they receive a more academic education. Those who fail the exam go to a secondary modern school, where they receive an education which is less academic, and more intended to train them for a job when they leave at the age of 16.

The private (independent) system
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About 7% of children go to private schools. There are three levels of private school—primary schools (age four to eight) and preparatory (prep) schools (eight to 13). At the age of 13, children take an examination. If they pass, they go on to public school, where they usually remain until they are 18. Many prep and most public schools are boarding schools—the children live at the school during the school terms. Be careful—although these schools are called “public”, they are, in fact, private, and it can be very expensive to send your child to such a school.
Within the three systems, there are several varieties of schools. For instance, you can find:
• schools for boys only
• schools for girls only
• mixed schools—for boys and girls
• voluntary schools—often with a religious background—such as Roman Catholic schools.

LIFE AT COLLEGE AND UNIVERSITY

The academic year in Britain's universities, Polytechnics, Colle​ges of Education is divided into three terms, which usually run from the beginning of October to the middle of December, from the middle of January to the end of March, and from the middle of April to the end of June or the beginning of July.
The oldest and best-known uni​versities are located in Oxford, Cambridge, London, Leeds, Manche​ster, Liverpool, Edinburgh, Southampton, Cardiff, Bristol, Birming​ham.
Good A-level results in at least two subjects are necessary to get a place at a university. However, good exam passes alone are not enough. Universities choose their students after interviews. For all British citizens a place at a university brings with it a grant from their LEA.
English universities greatly differ from each other. They differ in date of foundation, size, history, tradition, general organization, methods of instruction, way of student life.
After three years of study a university graduate will leave with the Degree of Bachelor of Arts, Science, Engineering, Medicine, etc. Lat​er he may continue to take the Master's Degree  and then the Doctor's Degree. Research is an important feature of university work.
The two intellectual eyes of Britain—Oxford and Cambridge Universities—date from the twelfth and thirteenth centuries.
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The Scottish universities of St. Andrews, Glasgow, Aberdeen and Edinburgh date from the fifteenth and sixteenth centuries.
In the nineteenth and the early part of the twentieth centuries the so-called Redbrick universities were founded. These include London, Manchester, Leeds, Liverpool, Sheffield, and Birmingham. During the late sixties and early seventies some 20 "new" universities were set up. Sometimes they are called "concrete and glass" universities. Among them are the universities of Sussex, York, East Anglia  and some others.
During these years the Government set up thirty Polytechnics. The Polytechnics, like the universities, offer first and higher degrees. Some of them offer full-time and sandwich courses. Colleges of Education provide two-year courses in teacher education or sometimes three years if the graduate specializes in some particular subject.
There is an interesting form of studies which is called the Open University. It is intended for people who study in their own free time and who “attend” lectures by watching television and listening to the radio. They keep in touch by phone and letter with their tutors and attend summer schools. The Open University students have no formal qualifi​cations and would be unable to enter ordinary universities.
Some 80,000 overseas students study at British universities or fur​ther education colleges or train in nursing, law, banking or in industry.

UNIVERSITY LIFE

British universities. Good 'A' Level results in at least two subjects are necessary to get a place at one. However, good exam passes alone are not enough. Universities choose their students after interviews, and competition for places at university is fierce. 

For all British citizens a place at university brings with it a grant from their Local Education authority. The grants cover tuition fees and some of the living expenses. The amount depends on the parents' income. If the parents do not earn much money, their children will receive a full grant which will cover all their expenses.
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Free at last! Most 18 and 19 year-olds in Britain are fairly independent people, and when the time comes to pick a college they usually choose one as far away from home as possible! So, many students in northern and Scottish universities come from the south of England and vice versa. It is very unusual for university students to live at  home. Although parents may be a little sad to see this happen, they usually approve of  the move, and see it as a necessary part of becoming an adult. Anyway, the three university terms are only ten weeks each, and during vacation times families are reunited.

Freshers. When they first arrive at college, first year university students are called 'freshers'. A fresher's life can be exciting but terrifying for the first week.
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Often freshers will live in a Hall of Residence on or near the college campus, although they may move out into a rented room in their second or third year, or share a house with friends. Many freshers will feel very homesick for the first week or so, but living in hall soon helps them to make new friends. 

During the first week, all the clubs and societies hold a 'freshers' fair' during which they try to persuade the new students to join their society. The freshers are told that it is important for them to come into contact with many opinions and activities during their time at university, but the choice can be a bit overwhelming! 

On the day that lectures start, groups of freshers are often seen walking around huge campuses, maps in hand and a worried look on their faces. They are learning how difficult it is to change from a school community to one of many thousands. They also learn a new way of studying. As well as lectures, there are regular seminars, at which one of a small group of students (probably not more than ten) reads a paper he or she has written. The paper is then discussed by the tutor and the [image: image7.jpg]Degrees in the Faculty

Undergraduate students are admitted to the
Faculty to read for the degree of Bachelor of
Arts with Honours or the degree of Bachelor
of Music with Honours. The BA degree may
be taken as Single Honours (one subject) or
as Dual Honours (two subjects).

As mentioned above, all BA students take
three subjects of equal weight in the first year
(BMus students take two courses in Music
plus one other subject), selected from a list of
more than thirty. You will find that the first-
year programme, with its great flexibility of
choice, enables you not only to take the
subject(s) you intend to follow to first-degree
level, but also to embark on an entirely new
area of study if so desired. Subjects which
may be studied for the first time without the
tequirement of a formal qualification include
Ancient History, Archaeology & Prehistory,
Biblical Studies, Computer Science,

Economics, German, Greek, Hebrew,

Japanese, Latin, Linguistics, Philosophy,
Politics, Russian, Soviet Studies and Spanish.
Tables of the permitted combinations of first-
year subjects are given on page 70.

Inthe 15 Single Honours degree courses,
students devote all of the second and final
years to their chosen subject. Some of the
courses of study are compulsory, while

others are in the form of special options -
selected from a wide range of topics

according to individual interests. Many of the
l Single Honours courses offer students the

—r

opportunity of studying one course in

another department in order to broaden their
academic education.

For students with a keen interest in two
related subjects there are 57 Dual Honours
degree courses to choose from, 18 of which
contain subjects contributed by other
Faculties in the University. The total work
load involved in the study of the two subjects
is about the same as that undertaken by
students reading for Single Honours. Fewer
courses are followed in each subject, but
these are carefully planned to provide a
balanced scheme of study involving both
compulsory and optional topics.

Change of Course

The flexible first-year programme makes a
change of course a comparatively easy
process, and each year a number of students
take advantage of this possibility, either
during the first few weeks of the first term or
at the end of the first year. Transfer is subject
to the permission of the Heads of Department
concerned and, on occasion, particularly in
the case of very popular subjects, may be
restricted. The new subject must have been
studied in the first year, except in the case of
Ancient History and ArchaeoFogy &
Prehistory where the Head of Department
concerned has given special permission for
exemption from this requirement.

Most transfers are made within the Faculty of
Arts, but it is possible for students to move
to other Faculties provided that the necessary
subjects have been studied in the first year.

Teaching and Learning

Teaching in the Faculty is mainly by lectures,
seminars and tutorials. Lectures are designed
to provide a broad introduction to the
subject-matter under consideration and to
offer guidance for further essential reading. A
wider exchange of ideas takes place in the
seminar, where a group of up to a dozen
students meets with a member of the
teaching staff to hear and discuss an oral
presentation by one or more of those present.
Tutorials are usually conducted in groups of
two or three students. In them, selected
topics are discussed and analysed in some
depth, often on the basis of prepared written
work. An important advantage of the tutorial
is that it encourages direct contact between
students and staff on an informal basis.

Other methods of teaching include
conversation classes and language laboratory
work (in modern foreign language subjects),
field work and practical classes (in
Archaeology) and vocal and instrumental
tuition (in Music). Frequent use is also made
of audio-visual aids, particularly tape-slide
presentations and television, to assist in the
appreciation of course work.

Students in the Faculty spend about 10 to 12
hours per week at classes, but they are expec-
ted to devote a considerable amount of their
remaining time to private study and reading.




rest of the group. Once or twice a term, students will have a tutorial. This means that they see a tutor alone to discuss their work and their progress. In Oxford and Cambridge, and some other universities, the study system is based entirely around such tutorials which take place once a week. Attending lectures is optional for 'Oxbridge' students! 

After three or four years (depending on the type of course and the university) these students will take their finals. Most of them (over 90 per cent) will get a first, second or third class degree and be able to put BA (Bachelor of Arts) or BSc (Bachelor of Science) after their name. It will have been well earned!

Art galleries of London

Speaking about art galleries of London we should first of all mention the National Gallery, the National Portrait Gallery and the Tate Gallery. I would like to tell you about the National Gallery and about the Tate Gallery.

The National Gallery houses one of the richest and most extensive collections of painting in the world. It stands to the north of Trafalgar Square. The gallery was designed by William Wilkins and built in 1834-1837. The collection covers all schools and periods of painting, but is especially famous for its examples of Rembrant and Rubens. The British schools are only moderately represented as national collections are shared with the Tate Gallery. The National Gallery was founded in 1824 when the government bought the collection of John Angerstein which included 38 paintings.

The Tate Gallery houses is the national collection of British painting from the 16th century to the present day. It is also the national gallery for modern art, including paintings and sculpture made in Britain, Europe, America and other countries. It was opened in 1897 as the National Gallery of British art. It owes its establishment to Suie Henritate who built the gallery and gave his own collection of 65 paintings.

Museums and art galleries of London

London is very rich in museums and art galleries.

If you are fond of painting you’ll go to the Tate Gallery. A rich sugar manufacturer Henry Tate founded it in 1897. There are about 300 oils and 19000 watercolours and drawings. There are many works by the English painter William Turner there. Most of his paintings are connected with the sea theme. There are a lot of paintings by the 16-th century English artists and paintings by foreign artists of the 19-20-th centuries. There are some paintings by impressionists there. You can see works by modern painters: Pablo Picasso among them. There are many interesting sculptures there. Henry Moor’s can be seen there. He was a famous British sculptor. The National Gallery is one of the most important picture galleries in the world. The Tate Gallery is the most necessary compliment to the National Gallery as it contains contemporary works particularly by English and French masters.

The British Museum is the largest and richest of its kind in the world. It comprises the National Museum of Archaeology and Ethnography and the National Library. The present building was built in 1852. By law a copy of every book, periodical and newspaper, published in Britain, must be presented in the British Museum. It contains books and manuscripts: Greek, Roman, British and Oriental antiques. It has a department of Ethnography. This collection is so vast that only a very small percentage of it is on show to the public. There’s also a Department of Prints and Drawings. There’re departments devoted to maps, coins, medals and philately. Those who come to the British Museum can see a fascinating array of clocks and watches.

Cultural life of London would be impossible without the Royal Albert Hall, the Royal Festival Hall, the National Theatre and a great number of museums: the Victoria and Albert Museum, the Geological Museum, the Museum of Mankind, Natural History Museum and others.

Museums and Art Galleries of Moscow
Speaking about art galleries of Moscow we must mention the most famous galleries.

The State Tretyakov gallery is one of the best known picture galleries in Russia. It takes its name from its founder Pavel Tretyakov, a Moscow merchant. In the 19th century Tretyakov began to collect Russian paintings. He visited all the exhibitions and art studios and bought the best pictures. Little by little Tretyakov extended his interests and began to collect earlier Russian paintings.

In 1881 Tretyakov opened gallery in St.-Petersburg to the public, 11 years later he donated it to the city of Moscow. Since then the gallery has received hundred paintings from other museums and private collections. The Tretyakov gallery reflects the whole history of Russian paintings from the 11th century to the present day.

State Pushkin museum of fine art also is one of the famous and largest museum in Russia. The building was built in Greek style by Roman Klein in 1898-1912 to house a museum of fine art, founded by the initiative of professor Ivan Cvetayev. Since 1937 it has been known as the Pushkin museum of fine art. It has one of the world’s largest ancient collections of European art. Now the picture gallery has over 2 thousands works of various schools of painting.

The Pushkin museum periodically holds exhibition of the art of various countries and of individual outstanding artist of past and present.
The Hermitage Gallery

Let’s get to know about the Hermitage Museum, one of the largest and well known museums in the world. Two months ago together with my friends I was on an excursion in St. Petersburg. I visited many places of interest including the Hermitage. I was very impressed by this museum of art. It was founded in 1764 by Catherine the Second when she bought 225 pictures in Berlin. Now the Hermitage consists of five buildings. A great number of wonderful paintings are offered there. Everyone can find his own favourite paintings, for example the pictures of the world’s greatest masters : Michelangelo, Raphael, Rembrandt, Rubens and many others. All great schools of painting are represented there: Italian, Spanish, German, etc.

A few words about sculpture. There are lots of vases, statues and fountains. The most beautiful thing I have ever seen was the fountain which belonged to Alexander the Second.

Among the other outstanding pieces of art there was the carriage of Catherine the Second and beautiful gobelins. It took 60 years to make one of these gobelins. 
No one can see everything during one visit. To enjoy the Hermitage Gallery you must visit it several times.

The State Hermitage in St. Petersburg is one of the world’s most outstanding art museums. It is the largest fine arts museum in Russia.

Art, Museums and Galleries

People reflect their lives in art. Real, live art appeals to the heart and mind of every person, to their feelings and ideals, it proclaims life. Art is truthful only when it serves life, only when the artist hopes to arouse a warm response in the heart of a person. That was the case in the days of Giotto and Raphael, that was the case in the subsequent stages of the world’s artistic development, and that was the truthful relationship of art and life in the days of Renato Guttuso and Rockwell Kent. Art belongs to people.

The history of art from the Renaissance to our days confirms this. It is close contact with the life of the nation that gives artists’ work its power.

One can see masterpieces of old and modern art in various picture galleries and museums. There is nearly a thousand museums in Russia, many of them are world famous. The largest collection of Russian art is the Tretyakov Art Gallery in Moscow. It is a real treasury of canvases by prominent

Russian painters. It contains priceless collections of icons, 17-20th century paintings and sculptures, and contemporary Russian paintings and sculpture.

One of the largest and most remarkable museums of the world is the Hermitage, more than three hundred halls housing its exhibitions of articles of the greatest artistic value. The museum’s collections now comprise works of various periods in the development of art, from ancient times up to the present day. Famous painters from different countries are represented there.

The Russian Museum in St. Petersburg is another picture gallery which contains the richest collection of Russian paintings of 18-19th centuries and the best collection of Russian sculpture.

In the Pushkin Museum of Fine Arts in Moscow the art of the Ancient East and Western Europe is represented. This museum possesses a unique collection of copies of the finest sculptures of the old time. It is in this museum that many famous foreign expositions of fine art are displayed almost every year.
